
THE ORIGIN OF
OBON DANCE

The Parlier Buddhist Church’s Obon Dance will be held on July 
21, 2013 and Obon Service will be observed on July 14 with Rev. Dr. 
Seigen Yamaoka as the guest speaker. May I ask everybody make 
every effort to participate in those very important Buddhist Events.

The Obon dance is a traditional Buddhist Observance rooted in 
the legend of Mogallana, a disciple of the historical Shakyamuni Buddha. Mogallana’s mother 
had acted selfishly in order to ensure that her son would receive the best in care and comfort as 
well as opportunity.

This selfishness and greed led to her rebirth in the realm of hungry ghosts. In this realm, 
everything that a person could need or want is present, but always out of reach. A very 
filial son, Mogallana, used his extraordinary powers to visualize the whereabouts of his mother 
who had died. He was horrified to find his mother suffering the torments of the realm of Hungry 
Ghosts. With his powers again, he filled a bowl with food and sent it to his mother. The food 
burst into flames each time she put it to her mouth. finding himself helpless is aiding his mother, 
he ran to the Shakyamuni Buddha seeking help.

The Buddha advised Mogallana that his unselýsh act might help his mother’s reborn spirit. 
Mogallana provided a feast for the other disciples in memory of his mother. this act of giving 
released his mother from the suffering and pain in the realm of hungry ghosts, causing Mogallana 
to jump up and dance for joy. This is the origin of the Obon dance.

Obon is the time to remind us the importance of the teaching of Interdependency. The 
Golden Chain goes like follows. “I am a link in Amida’s golden chain of love that stretches 
around the world. I will keep my link bright and strong. I will be kind and gentle to every living 
thing and protect all who are weaker than myself.”

HELPFUL HINT
HOW TO READ BAR CODES... this may or may 
not interest you.
ALWAYS READ THE LABELS ON THE FOODS 
YOU BUY--NO MATTER WHAT THE FRONT 
OF THE BOX OR PACKAGE SAYS, TURN IT 
OVER AND READ THE BACK CAREFULLY!
With all the food and pet products now coming 
from China, it is best to make sure you read label at 
the supermarket and especially when buying food 
products. Many products no longer show where they 
were made, only give where the distributor is located. 
The whole world is concerned about China-made 
“black-hearted goods”.
Can you differentiate which one is made in Taiwan 
or China ? The world is also concerned about GMO 
(Genetically Modified Organism) foods; steroid 
fed animals (ex: 45 days old broiler chicken).  It is 
important to read the bar code to track its origin. How 
to read Bar Codes....interesting ! If the first 3 digits 
of the bar code are 690, 691 or 692, the product is 
MADE IN CHINA.  471 is Made in Taiwan.  If the 
first 3 digits of the bar code are 00-09 then it’s made 
or sourced in USA.  This is our right to know, but the 
government and related departments never educate 
the public, therefore we have to RESCUE ourselves. 
Nowadays, Chinese businessmen know that consumers 
do not prefer products “MADE IN CHINA”, so they 
don’t show from which country it is made. However, 
you may now refer to the barcode - Remember if the 
first 3 digits are:
890......MADE IN INDIA,  690, 691, 692 ... then it is 
MADE IN CHINA,  00 - 09 ... USA and CANADA
30 - 37 ... FRANCE,  40 - 44 ... GERMANY,  471 ........ 
Taiwan,  45 or 49 ........JAPAN,  489......HONG KONG, 
50 ..... UK, 57 ......DENMARK,  64......FINLAND, 
76.......SWITZERLAND and LIENCHTENSTIEN,  
471...... is Made in TAIWAN (see sample),  628.......
SAUDI ARABIA, 629.........UNITED ARAB 
EMIRATES,  740..........745 - CENTRAL AMERICA,  
All 480 Codes are Made in the PHILIPPINES
